School Street Update - Car Parking

Over the last few months, we have seen an
increasing number of parents from Highfield
and Swakeleys driving into the School Street —
sometimes at speed — during the times when
the School Street should only be accessed by
those who have a genuine need to do so.
Those with a blue badge should only be using
the badge if the person it is registered to is in
the car.

We are working with the council and local
residents to find solutions to the problem
before a child is seriously injured due to the
number of cars entering the road.

Further solutions that are being considered
include, a physical barrier used in conjunction
with yellow lines and parking restrictions in
the surrounding roads, to minimise the impact
on residents. To avoid such a draconian
measure, we would ask that only those with a
genuine reason enter the School Street during
the restricted hours.
